The Me and My Dad program is a unique and flexible family oriented Jewish program
affiliated with the JCC. The Me and My Dad goals are three fold:

e fathers spending quality time, one on one with their child

e children interacting with other children

e last but not least, Dads meeting other Dads in a social setting.

Me and My Dad groups meet once a month for one hour. Dads and their children are
divided into a HOUSE consisting of 8-12 couples. The registration form you have,
allows you to indicate friendship preferences. | will try to honor those requests as best
as | can. You are also asked to indicate what evenings you are available to meet. Please
indicate your choices by 1st, 2nd, 3rd, etc. If you are unable to meet on a particular
week night, do not include it in your choices. | will also work around your other
children in the program.

Each group is assigned a JCC Group leader who will help facilitate the Me and My Dad
program. All leaders are Me and My Dad trained professionals; many are teachers.

The dads will determine a meeting schedule and rotate hosting the meeting. Groups
generally meet monthly for one hour. We encourage first year groups to schedule
meetings in their homes. The host dad, child and group leader plan, prepare the
meeting's activities and provide a kosher refreshment. The group will receive copies of
the Me and My Dad Survival Guide and a craft box to aid in the planning and
implementation of their activities. Your choice of activity need not be limited to the
supplies or suggestions. Name tags are also included so you can familiarize yourself
with other group participants.

One dad in your group will volunteer to be the Head of the House. This father is the
liaison between the group and the JCC staff person. The Head of the House is asked to
attend two Advisory Committee Meetings during the year for the purpose of
evaluation and planning the special events.



A typical meeting consists of:
Me and My Dad Opening Ceremony
Activity (craft, cooking, games, stories, songs)
Refreshments
Me and My Dad Closing Ceremony
Announcements

We offer special optional events throughout the program year; for example, local community
events, an Overnighter (in Wisc. or nearby hotel) and the Matzah Factory. Flyers with all the
information including time, date, cost and registration procedures will be mailed and emailed
to you in the fall. Please email me if your contact information changes during the year.
